Skatepark Coming to     

Arlington 

Due to the lack of public facili-

ties within Arlington, many 

action sports enthusiasts re-

sorted to practicing their sport 

on other public and private 

property. This activity has re-

sulted in property damage, cita-

tions and arrests. To address 

this issue, the City included 

$500,000 for the design and 

construction of a skatepark as 

part of a park bond program 

approved by voters in Novem-

ber 2008. Funding for con-

struction of the skatepark is 

scheduled to be available in 

January 2012. 

Skatepark System Master 

Plan As a first step, a master 

plan is needed to define both 

feasible short-term and desir-

able long-term locations for 

skate facilities. The City of 

Arlington is requesting qualifi-

cation proposals from profes-

sional consulting firms quali-

fied to develop a skate system 

master plan. The master plan 

will guide the planning and 

development of a comprehen-

sive network of skate facilities 

that will integrate with the
