These are all issues the Police Department is aware of and they reintegrated the need for residents to call in these activates and be proactive in our neighborhoods. The APD needs our eyes and ears to help do their jobs more effectively. 

· Concerns about burglaries

· Concerns about gunfire at Cravens Park

· Concerns about “party” houses in the neighborhoods

· Concerns about suspicious activity
· Concerns about speeding cars in the neighborhoods

· Call 911 in emergency and non emergency situations

· Maintain your property lighting and utilize crime prevention techniques 

· Ask for an Officer to contact you after they respond to your 911 call

· Use the 911 active call feature on the APD website.

· Email Officer Donahue and when warranted contact your City Council Member to address concerns you have.

· Get to know your neighbors.

· Sign up for the Nixle alert notification system

One thing that stood out to me and has been brought up on many other occasions is the problem with school zoning/sidewalks/traffic etc. where Ferguson Jr. High and Silo Rd. and Cravens Park Dr. converge. I don’t have kids attending schools in the area, but, I have heard this concern more than once in the past couple of years from parents. This should be a top priority…not only are the for mentioned areas a problem, they are compounded by Cravens Park and the Boys and Girls Club all merging in a congested traffic area (Matlock/Cravens Park Dr.). This is an issue that needs the attention of the highest level of representation in our community.
